Delegates arriving at King's should head for the Maughan Library & Information Services Centre in Chancery Lane.  We don't have a number but are nearer the Fleet Street end of Chancery Lane than the Holborn end and are opposite the Law Society (Number 113).  Visitors should come into the site under the arch and through the gate, walk straight ahead towards the clock and enter the building via the Main entrance (up the steps or ramp under the clock).
