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The SCONUL Seven Pillars of Information Literacy, like the American and Australian information literacy standards have been explored by many organisations overseas to benchmark their own practices.  It is regularly mentioned on websites and journal articles, but it is difficult to ascertain how influential they have been.  Below is a brief summary of some of the activity we know about.  If you know how the model is being used, please let the SCONUL Working group of Information Literacy know.  Thank you.

Catalunya

Two universities in Catalan have used the SCONUL Seven Pillars model to develop their own model of information literacy and have translated it into Catalan.

Cuba

The model is mentioned in a blog called “Education and Pedablogy] for the XXIst century” and an article, but there is no evidence of it being actively adopted.
Chile

The model is mentioned in the literature, in terms of comparing against other models and benchmarking activity in Chile.  But there is no evidence of it being actively adopted.
Denmark

There is varied use of the model, including none, general benchmarking and teaching library and information studies students about the model.  For example: at the Royal School of Library Science they teach their students about the model and two of the libraries at Aarhus University use the Australian standards (CAUL) and the 7 Pillars as inspiration for their work.

Finland

The model is mentioned in the literature, in terms of comparing against other models and benchmarking activity in Finland, but it has not been actively adopted.
Germany

The model is mentioned in the literature, in terms of comparing against other models and benchmarking activity in Germany.  But there is no evidence of it being actively adopted.

Italy

Laura Ballestra outlines how the Cattaneo University LIUC uses the SCONUL model to explain information literacy to secondary-level school teachers. The Re-search to learn: the research process in secondary level schools course (http://www.biblio.liuc.it/pagineita.asp?codice=209) comprises four 3-hour sessions, run by subject librarians to enable participants to facilitate the research process within their classes.

Mexico

An article actually published in Argentina
 on teaching information literacy among health professionals discusses a continuing education programme offered at the Hospital General de México. The article specifically mentions the SCONUL seven pillars as one of the inspirations of the scheme. The full story of the scheme is written up in an article in the archive for UNAM’s Jornada de Educacion Medica 2008 in a slideshow whose title could be translated “Towards a model of information literacy in health sciences for trainee medics at the Mexico General Hospital”, in which you can see the Seven Pillars clearly illustrated.

Norway

The model is mentioned in the literature, in terms of comparing against other models and benchmarking activity in Norway.  But there is no evidence of it being actively adopted.

Portugal

The Universidade Nova de Lisboa's information literacy definition and vision is based on the Seven Pillars model,  as outlined in Manuela Prates and Isabel Andrade’s paper to EAHIL 2010 at http://www.apdis.pt/eahil2010/en/images/stories/docs/fulltexts/b1_01_prates_full.pdf
The information literacy programme at the Universidade do Porto - Faculdade de Engenharia was inspired by the Seven Pillars model and it was used to present the concept of information literacy, and the library’s role, to the university.  The model is now presented to students during embedded information literacy training.  http://paginas.fe.up.pt/~sdinf/events/2009/infoliteracia/
Russia
The Analytical Review of International Trends in Higher Education, a Russian language periodical published by the Centre for Study of Problems in the Development of Education of the Byelorussian State University, included the well translated 7 Pillars model in its review on Modern IT in Education in the 2003 issue.  In the same year, Moscow State University of Economics, Statistics and Informatics (MESI) developed a course on World Information Resources. Subsequently, MESI discovered the course approach agreed with the SCONUL’s Seven Pillar Model and decided to adopt it for their course, which they now also teach at the Lomonosov State University. In 2010, the Department for Continuous Education at the Kursk State University developed a Methodological Guidance Paper on Distance Learning Technologies in Universities.
